Helpful Hint— from Nancy 

When a pattern calls for a long chain to 
be joined in a circle (poncho neckline), 
it usually says to take care that the 
chain does not twist. I didn’t think they 
twist, but they really do. Here’s my 
idea to prevent the twisting and then 
the need for straightening. Once you 
have completed four or five inches, 

take a large quilting pin and pin the first stitch to your left pants 
leg with the tail pointing towards your knee. When you have 
completed the total number of chains, slip your hook through the 
first chain from right to left, then unpin the tail, and complete 
your slip stitch. It won’t have twisted.
