We did it! CWCF Program 

What is CWCF?  Colorado Women’s 
Correctional Facility, located in Cañon 
City.  What is the program?  It’s a ma-
jor milestone for Warm the World.  I 
can’ t even tell you how excited I am to 
be working with the offenders of 
CWCF.  
 
The initial presentation went GREAT 
with 22 offenders present.  Lots of 
questions were asked and the enthusi-
asm was so fabulous that Captain 
Quattlebaum asked if the program 
could start September 21, a full two 
weeks ahead of schedule. How great is 
that! 
 
This program differs from our tradi-
tional model in that prepared projects 
have to be delivered to the facility.  
Each package includes a pattern and 
yarn. Needles are available if they 
need them.  (Some have their own 
needles from a previous program at 
the facility.)   
 
To date, 37 projects were delivered 
and more offenders sign up weekly! I 
can’ t wait to complete the required 
training so I can become a regular face 
on Wednesday nights. If you’ re inter-
ested in helping at the 
facility, let me know. 
 
 

Warm the World is now officially ex-
empt  from Federal income tax under 
section 501 C (3) of  the IRS Code.  
This means we are now able to receive 
tax deductible bequests, devises, trans-
fers or gifts under section 2055, 2106 
or 2522 of the Code.    We are consid-
ered a public charity. 
 
What does all this mean?  We no 
longer have to pay taxes on our pur-
chases.  We can solicit cash donations, 
and we can apply for grants.  PLUS, 
we can now give tax receipts to donors 
which may bring in larger donations.  
 
That’s just a few benefits of being a 
public charity. 
 
Our first action with this new status 
will be to apply for a grant from Wal-
Mart.  Then our next  grant will be to 
the El Pomar Foundation—due the end 
of January.   
 
Now the real work starts but I know I 
have lots of support and with the 
newly appointed Warm the World 
Board of Directors, we will make great 
strides reaching our goals.
